Prepare to see your provider

Preparing for your annual wellness visit can help
you get the most out of it. Here are 3 things you
can do to take charge of your health.

1. Think about what you want to get out of the
visit before you go. Focus on the top 3 things
you need help with.

2. Tell your provider about any drugs or
vitamins you take on a regular basis.
Bring a written list. Or bring the medicine itself.

3. Tell your provider about other providers
you see. Include behavioral health providers.
Mention treatments they have prescribed.
Bring copies of test results.

Some drugs may only be covered
in certain cases. For example, you might need to try a
different drug first. (This is called step therapy.) Or you
might need approval from UnitedHealthcare to use a
drug.

Know what to do after going home from
the hospital

It is important to receive follow-up instructions
before you go home from the hospital

or emergency room (ER). Make sure you
understand what is being asked of you. Ask
questions if you do not. You can have someone
you trust listen to the instructions, so they also
understand what you are supposed to do when
you go home.

Make an appointment with your primary care
provider as soon as you get home from the
hospital. Bring your follow-up instructions and
medications with you and share them with your
provider. Proper follow-up may prevent another
visit to the hospital or ER.
